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more than 60 years, but the neighborhood's collection of wood-framed
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Works Administration funds under the New Deal. Designed by Russ and

complex opened in 1938 after three years of construction, providing 748 Indianapolis Recorder Collection,
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spacious apartments in 24 buildings around a central green space, with
playgrounds, shopping destinations, and a school. Monthly rents ranged
from $20.80 to $30.10, still beyond the means of some Black residents.
Much more than a housing project, however, Lockefield Gardens
thrived for decades as a vibrant community. Because of highway and
university development, only seven of the original buildings still

stood when the complex was listed on the National Register of

Historic Places in 1983.
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
